Alarming new official figures have revealed Dudley
South to be one of the country's unemployment 'black
spots'. Unemployment in September 2009 - at 2,252
- was up 41% on May 1997 and up a worrying 87%
on September 2008. Meanwhile there were ten
jobseekers for each of the 314 Jobcentre Plus
vacancies in Dudley South.

To mark the event Brumbats, the local
bat conservation charity, gave a special talk to
the local Boys’ Brigade about the animals and
their habitats.

YOUTH RELATED CRIME & UNDER AGE DRINKING

Clir John Davies has welcomed joint operations
between the Police, Community Renewal Service,
Trading Standards and Connexions that are being
implemented across Netherton and other
neighbourhoods where there is a problem with

under aged drinking.

Clir Davies said: “These operations will lead to
alcohol being confiscated from young people;
meetings with parents will then be arranged
to discuss the possible outcome of any future

offences.”
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As part of these operations all off licences have
signed an agreement whereby they promote
challenge 25 (proof of age scheme), arrange for
all staff to attend training including licensing
regulations and are maintaining a refusal register
to help assist future monitoring, investigation
and enforcement by Police and Trading
Standards.
