There have been two successful meetings of the 
Hobbayne Ward Forum. Both were well attended by local 
residents. At the last meeting, £40,000 was allocated to 
local projects including: 
 Pilgrims Estate Teen Space 
 Brent Lodge Park – extra benches & bins
 Cuckoo Park – trees & gate
 Stop and Shop around the White Hart 
 Road improvements Browning Avenue, Park Road & 

Drayton Bridge Road
 Junction improvements on Bridge Avenue, and 

Framfield Road 
 Cyclist markings in Greenford Avenue 
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Hobbayne ward councillors Rosa Popham and Colm 
Costello are working with Ian Gibb, Ealing North’s 
Parliamentary candidate, to improve facilities for young 
people in Hobbayne. Cllr Gibb explained, “This year 
the Conservative council has ploughed an extra £1 
million into improving facilities for youngsters in the 
Borough. During the 12 years Labour were in control, 
young people were just seen as a problem. This money 
will result in a refurbished multi-use games area 
(MUGA) in Cuckoo Park. However, there is still more to 
do to provide decent facilities across the ward.”

Cllr Rosa Popham added, “We’d really like to know from 
residents where they think we need new facilities and 
what form they should take. We’d also like to hear from 
any clubs that offer activities for youngsters so that we 
can ensure that they are publicised. I urge you all to 
complete our survey form on the back of this leaflet 
or e-mail us (see over).”

Rosa, Ian and Colm campaigning for the Brent River Park



As a result of inaction by the previous Labour council administration, Hanwell 
station will be the only one in the borough without a lift making it inaccessible 
to disabled people. Cllr Rosa Popham, has discovered that in 2005, Labour 
failed to raise the issue of the inaccessibility of the station and instead accepted 
that disabled people could access Crossrail at Southall or West Ealing stations 
instead. Ian Gibb, Ealing North’s parliamentary candidate said, “I think this 
decision was a real snub to the elderly and disabled residents of Hanwell plus 
parents with buggies and people with heavy suitcases. I accept that Hanwell 
station is a listed building and any alterations would need to be sympathetic to 
the structure. This should be regarded as a challenge not an insurmountable 
barrier.”
