Committee for 5 years and obtained a reduction in the speed limit
within historic Titchfield village to 20MPH. 

“I have produced two different A3 stickers promoting safe 30MPH
driving speeds and, with residents’ total approval, put these on all
wheelie bins in six roads in the Titchfield division.  

“My residents tell me that traffic speed reduction has been
achieved.

School transport
“I have obtained free transport to school for children of Whiteley

residents attending St John the Baptist School at Titchfield
Common and for a single mother forced to pay for transport for her
son to travel to Henry Cort School.

River extraction  
“I have won a long battle with The Environment Agency over the

taking of water from the River Meon, which also dramatically affect-
ed the canal.

Financial aid 
“I have provided 20 local organisations, including Abshot and

Titchfield Community Centres and Catisfield Memorial Hall, with
financial assistance.

Surgery 
“I hold a Surgery from 9.30am – 11.00am on the 2nd Saturday of
