REBUILDING OUR ECONOMY

Nottinghamshire residents pay more Council Tax
than any other Shire County. Council Tax in
Nottinghamshire has more than doubled since
1997. It is now clear that Central Government’s
economic failures are affecting everybody and we
recognise that local councils must play an
important part in aiding any future recovery.

We will endeavour to manage your money in a
business-like and professional manner, spending
only what is necessary to provide, maintain and
develop essential services - at a cost we can all
afford. We will not continue with a regime of
ineffectual spending and box ticking just to satisfy
government statistics.

OUR CHILDREN - OUR FUTURE

Nottinghamshire’s educational achievements compare
very unfavourably with other Shire Counties.

A Conservative led County Council will do whatever is
required to improve the performance of the County’s
schools. We aim to achieve a standard of excellence
for all children, promoting the highest standards of
teaching and supporting parental choice; working
closely with our colleges of further education and
universities. The cost of school transport is often a
barrier to choice, therefore we pledge to fund
wherever possible school travel for secondary school
children to attend the LA school of their choice.

We will protect vulnerable children by working openly with nurseries, schools, medical services and the
police to prevent harm and provide hope. We will reduce the burden on young carers, allowing them to
enjoy their own childhood without the cares and responsibilities that should lie beyond their years. We
will provide more youth clubs and support a wide variety of other organisations and the voluntary sector
in providing leisure activities and facilities for young people.

CHOICE FOR OLDER PEOPLE

We recognise the value of older people to our
society and we are aware that many elderly people
and their families have been frightened by the
threat of the closure of their residential homes.

A Conservative led County Council will ensure
residential homes remain open and available for
those who need them whilst providing support for
those who wish to remain in their own homes,
ensuring that their dignity, independence and the
easy reach of friends and family is not
compromised.
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PROTECTING YOUR ENVIRONMENT AND LOCAL POWER OVER PLANNING

The Government has directed that large amounts of
housing be built on green field land. We will vigorously
defend our green spaces and protect the environment
from unsuitable development. We will also protect our
villages from the blight of heavy goods vehicles by
bringing in a HGV restriction policy.

Control over local planning decisions has been taken
away from local people by Central Government leaving
unelected quangos to decide on development in
Nottinghamshire. We will campaign for planning
decisions to be restored to locally elected councillors
to ensure that your voice is heard.

PUBLIC TRANSPORT

To meet the varying needs of Nottinghamshire residents,
public transport needs to be flexible and responsive.

We think the bus service offers the best solution as an
alternative to the motor car, because of its flexibility to
respond to changing needs. Well lit, clean and safe bus
stations and shelters are therefore essential.

We will bring our roads and pavements up to a safe and well
lit standard and ensure that appropriate maintenance
procedures are implemented.

PROMOTING NOTTINGHAMSHIRE

We recognise that small businesses have a major part to play in the local economy. We will work with
Gedling Borough Council to create an environment in which they can thrive. We will work hard with our
Parish Councils to reinvigorate our villages and to counter years of neglect thereby helping to contribute
to a vibrant and prosperous County.

We will protect and value our rural communities and ensure that their residents receive an equal share
of the County’s resources.

Nottinghamshire has much to offer through its rural and leisure attractions and we will actively promote
and support them. Sherwood Forest and the legend of Robin Hood should once again become central to
promoting the County.

EMERGENCY SERVICES—LOOKING AFTER OUR SAFETY AND WELL BEING

Emergency services including the Police, Fire and
Ambulance are essential to our well being and we will
ensure that they are responsive to the needs and concerns
of the public.
